4) Preference will be given to those proposals that provide written support from hapū and other parties/organisations.
5) If successful, the applicant may be requested to provide written feedback to the Group on the outcome of their proposal and may be asked to present this at an AGM

6) The decisions that are made by the Development Group is final.

· Projects that may be more appropriately funded from other sources.

· Projects that have been completed prior to applying for funding.
