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The summer internship runs for approximately twelve weeks between November and February (dates can be negotiated). The 
successful applicants will work across our offices in Turangi and Taupō.

The internship creates a learning pathway for Tūwharetoa tertiary students to gain experience and learn new skills. This is a 
great opportunity for a student to gain insight and understanding on the work we do on our moana and awa.

PURPOSE OF THE INTERNSHIP
To provide an opportunity for talented Ngāti Tūwharetoa students to put their field of study into practice. The intern will 
support the environmental and Ngā Kaihautu o Te Awa o Waikato projects of the Trust Board and will also engage with key 
stakeholders, including other Tūwharetoa entities.

SELECTION CRITERIA
We’re looking for a dynamic and confident student who wants to gain experience and insight by working alongside our Natural 
Resources team. You will be:

• Currently engaged in tertiary study or other career development program, preferably 
related to environmental management.

• Are looking to contribute to your whānau, marae, hapū and iwi.
• An excellent communicator and comfortable speaking to a broad range of audiences.

• Understanding of Te Ao Māori.
• Research skills and familiarity with Microsoft Office applications.
• A strong work ethic and professionalism.
• Willingness to learn and contribute to a wide variety of work.
