The Ngāti Tūwharetoa Genesis Energy Committee (NTGEC) was formed to manage and distribute this funding on behalf of our iwi.

Your application must contribute to at least one of these objectives:
1. Grow the skills of Ngāti Tūwharetoa uri in areas such as resource management, planning, or environmental sciences, which support our role as kaitiaki.
2. Support uri who are committed to their marae, hapū, and iwi, ensuring knowledge and skills are retained within Tūwharetoa.
📌 Applications that clearly demonstrate commitment to hapū/marae and have strong support from marae/hapū are more likely to be funded.

NGĀ PAEARU - CRITERIA
✔ Who can apply & what you must provide
· Education Assistance: show how your course of study will lead to a qualification in resource management, planning, or environmental sciences.
· Be of Ngāti Tūwharetoa descent and registered with Tūwharetoa Māori Trust Board (TMTB).
· Provide a letter of support from your marae or hapū (must name the applicant and kaupapa).
· Provide a written proposal (minimum 500 words, in your own words):
· Provide confirmation of enrolment and a full breakdown of course fees.
· Provide verified bank account details (deposit slip or bank statement - payment will be made directly to your education provider).
· You may also attach any other supporting information (e.g. quotes, references, endorsements).
· Growing Tūwharetoa at Home: show how your study demonstrates commitment to your marae/hapū/iwi and directly benefits them (must be verified by your marae/hapū support letter).
· Reside in the rohe of Ngāti Tūwharetoa during your study.

✔ How applications are considered
· Preference is given to applicants who demonstrate clear hapū/marae connection and outcomes that benefit iwi.
· Applications are assessed on merit and within the available budget.
· Final funding decisions are made by the Committee, and a lesser amount may be awarded depending on your budget and eligibility. 

REPORTING & ACCOUNTABILITY
If successful, you must:
· Provide a report within 8 weeks of course completion or milestone, with receipts, transcript, or confirmation of study progress.
· Share outcomes with your marae/hapū.
· Be available to report back to the Committee if requested.
⚠️ Non-reporting will make you ineligible for future funding.

This fund is not for:
· Computers, textbooks, uniforms, or general study costs.
· Applications that are incomplete or missing required information.
· Applicants who do not reside in the rohe.
· Courses or study already completed before applying.
· Applications that should be funded elsewhere.
